While fish identification and REEF surveying is not 
always the primary goal of these specialized trips, conducting REEF surveys is 
always encouraged and materials and guidance is provided. 

REEF Discovery, Behavior and Cryptic Species Tours

These trips coincide with ongoing conservation research projects that REEF is 
involved with. Examples include invasive lionfish research in the Bahamas and 
Nassau grouper spawning aggregation research in the Cayman Islands.   

Special Research Projects

These projects are exclusively for members of the REEF Advanced Assess-
ment Team (AAT), surveyors who have achieved Level 4 or 5 status. Past AAT 
projects have included annual monitoring on the Spiegel Grove artificial reef in 
the Florida Keys, biodiversity assessments in Biscayne National Park, marine 
reserve monitoring in the Channel Islands in California, and nearshore assess-
ments in the Olympic Coast National Marine Sanctuary. AAT members are 
notified directly about project opportunities.

By 
conducting at least 25 surveys and completing a Level 3 exam, you are then 
considered a REEF Advanced surveyor and eligible to take the Advanced 
Level 4 and 5 exam (REEF Expert Level).
